The Power of Water

Water is an integral part of the created order. Water sustains and fosters life; too little or too much water can end it. A glance at the news headlines points out the destructive power of water’s presence or absence: In the United States alone, 2011 saw severe droughts afflict several parts of the country. On the opposite end of the spectrum, floods ravaged the Plains states in the spring and summer, displacing from their homes many people who live near rivers and streams. For those dwelling on or near the Eastern Seaboard, hurricane season is a tense time every year. Yet we need water as much or more than we need food, shelter, or the other “staples” of human life. Since ancient times we have established our communities near sources of water. We cannot survive long without it.

The tension between the saving and destructive powers of water fills today’s lectionary readings. The waters of the flood overwhelmed the world in the days of Noah, yet 1 Peter reminds us that God delivered Noah and his family from death. The Holy Spirit descends on Jesus only after his baptism by John, yet the Spirit immediately drives Jesus into the desert—a place defined by its lack of water. Through water and the word, in baptism our old, sinful self is put to death, and we are reborn as children of God. But the current that flows through these paradoxes is this: in death and life, in flood and drought, God remains faithful. As the psalmist reminds us, God’s mercy and steadfast love “are from everlasting.”

From his very first day in office, President Biden has made immigration reform a clear priority for his administration. In his initial 30 days, we have seen him sign 10 related executive orders, spanning everything from reunification of separated children and families to protection for DREAMers and the end of discriminatory travel bans. The administration’s sweeping policy proposal, called the U.S. Citizenship Act of 2021, is also soon to be introduced in Congress. The system is fundamentally shifting – and while these are powerful, encouraging steps, all of this change can be difficult to follow. 
Join Lutheran Immigration and Refugee Service (LIRS), the Hispanic Heritage Foundation, and the League of Latin American Citizens (LULAC) for a townhall on February 18th at 4pm EST, during which we will break down the actions of the Biden administration thus far, what they mean, and what still needs to come. Our panel of experts – including Jeremy Robbins, Executive Director of New American Economy, and Aaron Reichlin-Melnick, Policy Counsel at American Immigration Council – will discuss the implications of recent policy decisions and explore other immigration priorities that President Biden has not yet addressed. LWR-supported coffee cooperative wins first place award
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Karagwe District Cooperative Union (KDCU), a coffee cooperative supported by Lutheran World Relief, has been announced as the first-place winner of the 2020 Tanzania Fine Coffees Competition. Taking home a certificate and trophy from the competition held in late November in Kilimanjaro, KDCU received a high cupping score of 80.44% for its Robusta coffee. A cupping score of over 80 is considered “specialty” grade.

Things were not always so fine for the KDCU cooperative. Prior to its partnership with LWR, KDCU faced several challenges in marketing its coffee and in day-to-day business operations. The cooperative was weak and operated in an unsustainable manner; its operational costs were higher than the income generated from coffee sales, and the coffee’s cupping score was very low, making it difficult to attract an international market.

LWR’s interventions brewed success for the cooperative, as well as for the individual farmers impacted by the project. Mr. Msafiri Gabagambi, a farmer from Ndama village in the Karagwe District and member of the Ndama Primary Cooperative Society, which is part of KDCU, affirms, “Ever since I started selling my coffee to KDCU in 2018, I have been receiving multiple payments. This has never happened before. For three consecutive years from 2018 to 2020, KDCU has increased the farm gate price of coffee cherry from 1,000 TZS ($.43 USD) to 1,200 TZS ($.52 USD) per kilogram. My income has increased significantly, and now I am able to meet my basic needs, send my children to school and build a new house. I am proud to be a member of KDCU.” Read more about the project here.
